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On a public holiday here, I took the leaders to a small mountain to train their bodies and minds.
For the children who wake up late on holidays and become lazy because they have nothing to do, I took them out because it was my job to train them to walk with me.
 After going for a hike with the leaders (the current leaders are all female students), due to resistance from the boys, I went to the same place the very next week with the boys who were to be raised as leaders. It is good to have men as leaders, but the situation in Paraguay is such that boys do not like to receive training, and when they become teenagers, they are forced to earn money at home, so religious training is not easy. In Paraguay, due to historical reasons, there is a tendency to look down on women as if being born as a man was a great prestige (like Korea in the past), which is also a factor that makes it difficult to lead men.
Nevertheless, I am working hard to lead the boys.

After the service, we also had time to prepare and share the household needs and groceries that we had saved up.
The amount of hard work mothers put in is several times greater than that of men. Moreover, I think that the hardships of women who keep their families without husbands are years of harsh tears.
